Because of the coronavirus in the prisons, we were
not able to go.

The GOTB Organization continues to reach out to

the California prison inmates and to their families in

the following ways:

> They provided “Stay Connected Kits” that
included envelopes, stamps, stationery paper
to the inmates.

> They asked families to make videos of
themselves and sent them to the prisons

> They will ask families to send a family picture
of their loved ones, along with a personalized
message, and the GOTB Organization will
make it a postcard and mail it to the families’
loved ones on the inside.

As always, financial support is much
needed to continue to make all this happen. And, let
us remember, Jesus says; Matthew 25:33,36 “Come
you who are blessed by my Father, for I was in
prison and you visited me.”
